10. In order to improve the qualifications of Almaty teachers on the method
of developing students’ reading literacy, the UNESCO Department held 6
open lectures and webinars under the general theme: “Updating the content
of secondary education in the light of the Sustainable development goals”
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(March 14, April 7, April 18, April 26, May 14, June 17). 168 pedagogical
workers were trained on this topic. Deputy principals of Almaty schools for
academic work, school teachers (143 people) and TPE teachers (25 people)
participated as listeners.

On June 30, 2022, a meeting was held with Alma Shynbergenovna Bekpan, the
director of the «PYX» family house. During the meeting, the head of the UNESCO
