	Structure of modern linguistics 
Modern linguistics is a whole branch of scientific activity with a branched structure. Linguistics includes quite a wide range of scientific disciplines. Depending on the purpose of the study linguistics is divided into theoretical and applied.  Theoretical linguistics deals with the study of languages without a special focus on the practical application of the research results. Applied linguistics deals with practical problems related to the use of language. Depending on the range of languages studied, General and particular linguistics are distinguished.

	Actual problems of literary criticism
The aim of the discipline is to form ideas about the problems of literary science related to the study of literature as a living, dynamically developing system, and to develop the skills of independent analysis of literary texts. The course gives an idea of the transition processes in the methodology of modern literary studies, the dynamics of the world as a General cultural process and its laws; transition processes in modern philological science and their laws.

	Phraseological corpus of the national language
Phraseological corpus of any national language is a source of knowledge about the culture of the people. In the deep connections of stable word complexes coded messages about the world of a particular country. Elements of culture are derived from the denotation underlying the figurative phraseological unit (PhU), the Analysis of the figurative basis (internal form) of PhU in the system of phraseosemantic fields is the most important link in the reconstruction of various fragments of the worldview specific to a particular linguistic and cultural community.

	The word in the bilingual dictionary
